


Joint ELT (with History) –


History - Research into a Tudor Monarch. Look at their portrait and analyse powerful pose and stance. 





Art - Use the research that you’ve done and looking at that Monarch’s portrait, create your own symbolic self-portrait at home. 











English: Values within a personal Narrative: Novel- ‘Holes’ or ‘The Curious Incident’- students will be looking at the ‘story’ or personal narrative of the central character and getting them to write their own ‘stories’ based on themselves and personal/ significant experiences. 


Classics: Do we worship values? The Gods of Mount Olympus. Students will study the Greek gods, their characteristic and how and why they were worshipped. They will work on creative writing skills, imagine themselves in particular stories and make up their own god.


ICT: How to represent our Values in a website: Each student will create a website based around their own interests and will include aspects from other subject areas, such as Vanitas portraits linking to Art and DT. 


Textiles: How can a design represent my values? design and make an ugly doll – students can design an ugly doll based on the


Vanitas genre of how a physical object can represent their identity.


History: What did Marlborough value in during the time of the Tudors?: Overview of 16th and 17th Century Society – specifically the study of Tudor and Stuart life comparing rich and poor, crime, medicine and witchcraft. A focus on a local History site called Merchants House and Town Cells in Marlborough.





When planning, work to embed literacy and numeracy starters into lessons and allow for plenaries which recap on skills learnt and developed and links made with other subjects. HOW HAVE THE STUDENTS MADE PROGRESS TODAY?

TUDOR PORTRAITURE & SYMBOLISM (week 2-7) (Exploring and Developing work) (Investigate and Make)





To communicate effectively with a friend to describe and draw a painting – Use 


‘The Ambassadors’ painting by Hans Holbein or ‘The Rainbow Portrait’ of Queen 


Elizabeth students each describe ½ painting to each other whilst the other draws. 


At end of lesson they realise that is two halves of same painting. 


Introduction to Tudor Portraiture and VANITAS as a theme – discuss work and consider 


why the portrait would have been painted, what it tells us about the subject and their values?


Looking at symbolic portraits like Hans Holbein’s The Ambassadors or Elizabeth 1st’s 


Rainbow portrait. 


Begin written analysis of the chosen portrait – considering what the symbolic elements 


mean and how they can tell us about the values of the people they are of. 


Students continue with the drawn/written analysis of the symbols from the painting. 


Discuss criteria for success with students to enable high levels. 


Students complete the drawn/written analysis of the symbols from the painting. Study 


the criteria for success in terms of levels and their understanding. Give out the large ELT


task to complete over the next few weeks. 


Consider what symbols you would use to represent yourself and your values in a 


self-portrait. Mind map ideas to use next term.

ANALYSIS





LEVEL 3


Identifies objects from the painting but gives no symbolic meaning in writing. 


Observational drawing is inaccurate and linear. 





LEVEL 4


Links objects to a symbolic meaning ie: globe = travel but only in this basic way. Drawings are more accurate but still lack tone.  





LEVEL 5


Objects are linked to symbolic meaning with explanation of HOW. Eg: globe shows the world and places to travel to. Drawings are accurate with some tone. 





LEVEL 6


Explanation of HOW and WHY. Eg: shows that the men travelled round the world. Good amount of detail and depth – some context.  


Drawing is detailed and tonal – showing understanding. 





LEVEL 7


HOW and WHY objects symbolise what they do but analyse CONTEXT too. Eg: money to travel in 1600s, tudor discovery of spherical world. Drawing is sensitive and extends ideas of symbols. 





LEVEL 2


No understanding of symbolic meaning from the painting.  


Observational drawing is inaccurate, very basic and linear.

Level given for depth of analysis and presentation of work based on artists/theme. (Exploring and Developing work) (Investigate and Make)

Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT (for Level 7). The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHERS’ AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 7+ thinking and learning. 


EXTENDED LEARNING TASK is going to be useful in showing understanding of artists’ work too.
