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ANALYSIS














Focussing on Peter Blake to base the main pieces on and then artists such as Roy Lichtenstein and Andy Warhol, or Wayne Thiebaud to develop smaller pieces throughout the project. 





Get students to analyse and comment on their own work too. 





Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT (for Level 7). The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHERS’ AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 7+ thinking and learning. 


























ELT: To produce a visual timeline which embraces the key points of the Pop Art era and is presented in such a way that it shows understanding of the movement.

Year 9    Rotation 1 – 8 weeks (2 lessons/ week)








FOCUS











Music – Film music composition - based on heroes, Rock n roll music of the 50/60s performance, The British Invasion – performing music by The Beatles, the Rolling Stones and The Who. Composing using 4 chords/ arranging chords.


Drama – Screen icons. Psychology behind celebrity status


Dance - Celebrity inspiration





EXTEND EACH AREA OF INTEREST BY EXPLORING NEW MATERIALS/


TECHNIQUES/ GOING INTO MORE DEPTH WITH ANALYSIS. 





Introduction to POP ART (Explore and Develop) (Investigating and Making)


Making front covers for their folders – transferring end of year 8 data to front covers from all 


4 subjects. 


Organising the folder – picking their best 8 pieces from the last 2 years in Art as ‘portfolio’ 


pieces at the front of the folder. Rearrange work. Complete front cover. 


Introduction to Pop Art and the 60s era… looking at a variety of work from different artists 


in USA and Britain. Discussing this as a group. Introduce large ELT


Look at the work of Peter Blake – British Pop Artist. Studying his self-portrait with badges 


or his square divided pieces – create a folder page explaining the piece and developing 


ideas for modern day icons/brands.


Complete the research folder page from last lesson – adding mindmaps and thoughts for 


your own piece. 


Collect (book a computer room?) a range of images of modern day icons/brands to use for inspiration. 





DEVELOPMENT OF ICONS (Evaluating and Developing work) (Investigating and Making)


Begin to sketch out your own piece – a ‘self-portrait’ with you at the centre or things that symbolise you. 


Add detail and some colour to this piece using a variety of materials. 


Use mixed media to add detail and colour.





Self/ Peer Assess your ELT – the Pop Art timeline. EHT has a sheet to use for this!





Change one of the parts of your piece (a photo/image collected) into a Roy Lichtenstein style piece. 


Develop the Roy Lichtenstein style piece from last lesson. 


Change another part of your piece (a photo or collected image) into a small Andy Warhol style piece. 


Develop the Andy Warhol style piece from last lesson. 


Work towards completing this Peter Blake style piece – using materials skilfully. 





Evaluate your piece of work this term – reflect on the successes and how it has developed as a project.

LEVEL 4


Students can show a link between their own work and the work of others. They can analyse artists’ work showing understanding of formal elements.  





Combine materials with knowledge and understanding to suit intentions – show some understanding of artists’ work. 











LEVEL 5


Students show a strong visual link between own and other’s work and analyse to show good understanding. Work is fairly refined and shows understanding of formal elements. 





Manipulate materials and processes and make links to artists’ work. Develop from designs and make links to artists explored earlier in the term. 











LEVEL 6


Students show a strong visual link with other’s work and use materials with refinement. They explain how ideas are conveyed in own and other’s work and in Pop Art movement





Manipulate materials with skill and understanding – link strongly to artists’ work and other cultural influences. Evaluate work thoughtfully showing understanding of how skills have developed.  








LEVEL 7


Show good understanding of the contexts of own and others’ work. Evaluate own work and use materials with care and refinement. Begin to extend and develop work independently in your own time.  





Extend understanding of materials and processes – make very strong links to artists’ work and other cultural influences. Show independence in developing ideas and referring to artists. Evaluate thoughtfully. 








LEVEL 8


Further develop work and ideas have taken inspiration from others. Evaluate (in articulate manner) showing understanding of similarities and difference in own and other’s work.





Materials are exploited with independence and refinement and intentions realised. Students analyse and make links between genres and cultures and investigations are sustained. 








LEVEL 3


Students are able to comment on similarities and differences between their own and other’s work – visually or in a written ways.





Use some different materials and processes with some understanding. Show little understanding of artists’ work.

Students investigate the social links that Pop Art had to life in the 50s and 60s – how the world affected Art. Think about how the world affects Art now. 


Cultural experiences through exploration of Art and the world around them. Experiences in the form of trips?














Create pieces with little intervention from your teacher. 


Evidence a passionate interest in this area of Art. 


Initiate ideas to explore independently. 


Use materials and processes in unusual and inventive ways. 


Extend ideas at home and through extended learning tasks – push this to students!!











OPEN ENDED TASK: Visual timeline of the Pop Art era – using images and making reference to the 1950s-60s – looking at context!


Development of a famous artwork into a Lichtenstein style – looking at his previous examples of this for inspiration. 


Comic Strip story – perhaps using photographs/ drawings?
