


ELT: Research into your chosen animal – whether it is an endangered species or one that symbolises you in some way.

When planning, work to embed literacy and numeracy starters into lessons and allow for plenaries which recap on skills learnt and developed and links made with other subjects. HOW HAVE THE STUDENTS MADE PROGRESS TODAY?


		 


THE NATURE OF THE BEAST: ANIMALS  (week 8-14) (Investigate and Make) (Evaluating and Developing work)


Learn about the work of Frida Kahlo (or other? – Native American Artwork) – investigate her work with animals and why they were important in several pieces of her work. Focus on the symbolic aspect of their work.  


Learn how to analyse other artists’ work. Students investigate and comment on what 


makes her work unique. 


Learn how to build up base colours into a painting and how to use watercolour paints. 


Learn how to develop a piece of work by combining collected ideas together and 


selecting and refining which images to use in the background of their portrait. 


Learn how to add detail using a variety of materials to the portrait – referring to artists’ 


work still for inspiration.


Learn how to manage your time in order to complete your cultural self-portrait piece. 


Learn how to evaluate work and reflect on any problems or achievements you had. (See evaluation prompt sheet to use.)

KEY LINKS TO OTHE SUBJECTS (see Year 7 overview in this booklet)














All subjects are animal themed for this term but these are some particularly key links - 


English - Animal stories and fables: Short story writing unit, with a focus on animal stories and fables


Classics/Latin - Theseus and the Minotaur, mythical creatures in Harry Potter, design a mythical creature


DT - RM: Animal themed litter picker, -Food: Animal themed healthy food, -Textiles: Animal themed cushion cover 


Geography - Adaption and Extinction: Antarctica - Food webs, March of penguins. Designing the perfect animal to fit the environmental conditions. 














The aim of this module is to give students the opportunity to deepen their understanding of themselves (building on Module 1) by examining the relationship between animals and humans. As humans, we may think that we are the cleverest living beings, but by living side-by-side with some of nature’s most beautiful, complex, unique and (sometimes) mysterious creatures we can learn valuable lessons about ourselves and become better, happier and more-balanced human beings.


The key questions for this unit are:   -What can I learn from Animals?  What qualities do animals and I have in common?  How are we different?  What does it mean to me to be human?

If you want to explore the Endangered Species aspect of animals then perhaps looking at the paintings of Henri Rousseux could be a good link and Frida Kahlo as well with the idea of incorporating animals and portraits

It is good for students to concentrate and research into one artist’s work (perhaps for an Extended Learning Task). Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT. The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHER’S AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 6+ thinking and learning.

LEVEL 3


Used a variety of materials that are appropriate to intentions but not in a particularly skilful way. Can comment on similarities between their work and artists’.

Materials are used together in a way that shows understanding. Work can be improved and adapted. Can compare work to artists’ and shows links.  





LEVEL 5


Materials are manipulated skilfully and realise intentions. Started to refine work and can evaluate it too. Shows ability to analyse own and others’ work- both visually and written

Materials are manipulated with high levels of skill and realise intentions.  Links to artists’ work are strong and show a good understanding. Can analyse how their work and others are related





LEVEL 7


Materials and techniques are used very skilfully and with independence. Ideas are developed independently and in an extended manner and students can comment on context in their own and others’ work.

Strong link to different cultures perhaps if looking at symbolism and animals (Native American) or MORAL investigations into endangered species. 


May be an opportunity to bring in learning about different people’s spiritual beliefs too so that students can explore their own identity.
