All subjects are Invention and Future themed for this term but these are some particularly key links – 


Maths- Measure and Scale: Measure (length, area and volume) and scale drawings (designing buildings of the future) Statistic data handling.(Link with Geog’ and Science for ELT)





Computing/ICT - Learning about Robotics: hardware, iteration, variables, messages, use of sensors to use data -How to make computer systems – learned through games and computer programming: students learn how to sequence  and programme events (iteration, variables, messages)





DT - DT Rotation 3: dates = 27.01.14 – 25.04.14  -RM: Futuristic Invention themed litter picker, -Food: Futuristic Invention themed healthy food, -Textiles: Futuristic Invention themed cushion cover  

















The aim of this module is to give students the opportunity to deepen their understanding of the world (building on Unit 3) by examining the present (modern life / inventions / technological development / current affairs) with a view to understanding how our actions today will impact upon tomorrow. The notion of cause and effect which started in Unit 3 is continued but now explores the present in relation to the future.


Module Questions: the key questions guiding us through this module are: -How are the events of today shaping my future?   -How might I need to change and adapt my behaviours?    -How might I affect the future of others?


St. John’s Skills: Interdependence (from Information Skills): students to understand how individual choices can have repercussions on others, Technological Impact (from Citizenship Skills): students explore how Technology is impacting on our world, Decision Making and Creative Thinking (from Situation Skills): students debate ways we might resolve issues.

Artists and designers who have invented! Leonardo Da Vinci as the main link to the fantasy inventions as many of his designs were ever brought into production. Mad inventions like Jean Tinguley and sculptors like Nicki De Saint Phalle could influence decoration and other ideas. May also refer to modern inventors such as James Dyson etc. 





Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT (for Level 7). The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHERS’ AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 7+ thinking and learning – in research tasks perhaps?
