INTRODUCTION TO NON-WESTERN ART  (Explore and Develop) (Investigating and Making)


Learn about what Non-Western Art is and discuss how each culture uses different ideas 


for inspiration. Students look at how the cultures have used pattern, animals and stories 


for inspiration. Choose culture.  


Draw an animal (toy animal) from observation in order to give a theme to their project.


Add tone and detail to their drawing in order for the animal to look more 3-dimensional 


and realistic. Set 1st part (part A) of ELT


Complete animal drawing and add detail to their page with other drawings/pattern/colour


Adding information and analysis around the animal page.


Continue to work on adding detail to your research page – pattern, masks, information. 


Complete the detail on your research page – pattern, masks, information.

Sketch initial designs for a clay mask inspired by all the research that you have completed 


in school and in ELT. 


Complete your design sheet for your clay mask – add colour and annotations about how 


you might make and build your mask. 


Begin to construct your clay mask – use a newspaper forma and build up details today. 


Add detail to your clay mask by building up, scratching in – pattern is key. Complete today. 


Self and Peer Assess (share with the group) your ELT piece. What have you developed 


from your own research and how have you made it?


Glaze your clay mask – simple colours today. 


Complete glazing your clay mask – details ready to take it home next week. 


Evaluate your project – where have all the ideas come from, what problems have you 


encountered, what are you proud of?

ASSESSMENT





LEVEL 4


Students can show a link between their own work and the work of others. They can analyse artists’ work showing understanding of formal elements.  





Combine materials with knowledge and understanding to suit intentions – show some understanding of artists’ work. 











LEVEL 5


Students show a strong visual link between own and other’s work and analyse to show good understanding. Work is fairly refined and shows understanding of formal elements. 





Manipulate materials and processes and make links to artists’ work. Develop from designs and make links to artists explored earlier in the term. 











LEVEL 6


Students show a strong visual link with other’s work and use materials with refinement. They explain how ideas are conveyed in own and other’s work and in Pop Art movement





Manipulate materials with skill and understanding – link strongly to artists’ work and other cultural influences. Evaluate work thoughtfully showing understanding of how skills have developed.
