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ELT: Produce a Cubist style piece of work, inspired by one of the Cubist artists that you will have researched a little about. 





This piece should incorporate photography if the students can. 





The aim is to show off what you have learnt about Cubist ideas and style. 














All subjects are exploring technology and how it has had an effect on their subject but these are particularly strong 20th Century connections to Art…  


Drama: 20th Cinema Technology: “Silent Movies”: Students will be encouraged to develop mime, body language, facial expressions and the need to exaggerate them in order to help create physical or slapstick comedy, all of which would have been


emphasised to compensate for a lack of sound prior to the 20th-century technological advancement of cinema.


Music: 20th century music technology– how technology changed popular music through the invention of electronic instruments such as the synthesiser and drum machine and the changes in the way music is recorded, distributed and shared through YouTube, downloads and the internet. Focus on disco music of the 1970s through to club dance music of the ‘80s and ‘90s with the introduction of the synthesiser. Performing and composing/arranging a piece of dance music using technology and technological effects.





KEY LINKS TO OTHE SUBJECTS (see Year 8 overview in this booklet)





When planning, work to embed literacy and numeracy starters into lessons and allow for plenaries which recap on skills learnt and developed and links made with other subjects. HOW HAVE THE STUDENTS MADE PROGRESS TODAY?





INTRODUCTION TO CUBISM AND ‘MODERN ART’ (Exploring and Developing work) (Investigate and Make)





A mini history of art – placing several images into a timeline and trying to identify 


changes in the style of art that happened before the turn of the 20th century. Consider 


how the invention of the camera changed and revolutionised art


Focussing on the Cubist artists that revolutionised art and viewed objects from different 


viewpoints and in unusual ways – particularly Picasso. Sketch one viewpoint of a 


portrait or object carefully and in an observational manner. Work from photos – consider 


that this is another way that the camera has revolutionised how artists could work.  


Give out ELT


Sketch an accurate version of a side-view of the object or portrait that you drew last week 


– Combine the two images together in a Cubist Manner.

FOCUS





Module Overview: Students will study the biggest threat and potential solution to many of the issues around the world. Technology. Students will study the turning points in several subjects caused by introduction of new technology. Students will begin to reflect on how technology has changed our behaviours and what this means for our values and beliefs. This will focus on the industrial revolution and 20th century technology.


Module Questions: How would my subject be different without modern technology? What change has technology causes, good and bad? What were the stepping stones and impacts of the Industrial Revolution?

ANALYSIS














Analyse in visual (and written forms in research project) Cubist Artists such as Pablo Picasso, Georges Braques, Juan Gris. Picasso could perhaps be a miain focus so that it leads into term 6 when we will be studying Picasso’s Guernica.  





Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT (for Level 7). The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHERS’ AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 7+ thinking and learning. 





EXTENDED LEARNING TASK is going to be useful in showing a visual understanding of artists’ work too.
