FOCUS





When planning, work to embed literacy and numeracy starters into lessons and allow for plenaries which recap on skills learnt and developed and links made with other subjects. HOW HAVE THE STUDENTS MADE PROGRESS TODAY?





FORESTS (Evaluating and Developing work) (Investigating and Making)


Art and The Environment: develops on from the idea of issues (Term 5) but focusses on Deforestation and the effects this might have on the eco-system the forest supports - links strongly to Geography and other subjects. Drawing in the forest would be lovely and working on group pieces that build skills in drawing/painting/colour mixing. Then, within the images that we develop, we incorporate text perhaps highlighting the issues and other images that develop from discussions on the issues.


Learn about the work of David Hockey or Henri Rousseau . Use his work as a topic for discussion about The Forest/Jungles and issues such as Deforestation. Begin to make an information page that gathers ideas.   


Learn how to collect information and research effectively. Add to the investigative page from last week – using a variety of materials and techniques (collage, drawing etc) to illustrate information found. 


Learn how to draw from observation and record tones and textures in a trip to the forest. Lots of drawing and rubbings to gather ideas to use for a final piece


Learn how to use a variety of materials to carefully observe natural forms. Small observational drawings in pencil, pen and watercolour. Reflect on the use of materials towards the end of lesson.  


Learn how to develop a piece of your own work, inspired by an artist. Use Hockney or Rousseau for inspiration and bring all the separate elements of all the drawings together into one big jungle piece.  


Learn how to incorporate text into a piece of work to communicate an idea/issue. 


Learn how to reflect on your own work to enable you to make further progress next year. A message to their year 8 teacher… what would they like to achieve next year? 





The aim of this module is to give students the opportunity to deepen their understanding of Man’s relationships (building on Unit 5) by examining man’s impact on the natural world, principally through the medium of Savernake forest. This forms the backdrop of an action based focus on our local environment, the history, conservation issues, ethics and responsibilities encompassed can then be applied to a wider context in terms of natural resources globally.


Module Questions: the key questions for this unit are: -How do my actions affect our planet?   -How does the earth affect me and my behaviours? –How might I exist in greater harmony with my environment? –How can I avoid wasting the world’s resources?


St. John’s Skills: Seeing the Big Picture (from Information Skills): students synthesize and apply knowledge gained throughout the year, Making A Difference (from Citizenship Skills): students to recognise that they can become active global citizens, Reasoning (from Learning Skills): students draw upon information taught to create original lines of argument. 














All subjects are Forest-themed for this term but these are some particularly key links – 


Geography - The Lorax: Deforestation, Savernake Projects


ICT - Environment Publicity Campaign: based on Global warming and students use of electricity and transportation. Make a logo, leaflet, poster and a TV advertisement


P&R- Religion and the Environment: students explore different understandings of creation through the study of different creation stories across culture.  They also explore what religions teach about our treatment of the earth.

Link to artists such as David Hockney (Mark-making and colour) , Henri Rousseau (jungle) would be excellent links. Perhaps the students could investigate into artists who explore issues too or use text in their work (Dan Eldon/Hamish Fulton)





Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT (for Level 7). The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHERS’ AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 7+ thinking and learning – in research tasks perhaps?

ASSESSMENT














OPEN-ENDED TASK – Make a collection of Natural Forms. 


You may choose to draw objects such as shells or vegetables, you may choose to take photographs of landscapes or close-ups of flowers, you may like to take rubbings of leaves and bark. It can be anything you want! You could even make a collage of actual things!


Your collection might be presented on a big sheet, in a small scrapbook or even a sketchbook you have made yourself out of different types of paper. It might even be displayed in a box or a frame or it might come on its own– it’s completely up to you!


For higher levels you should try and link your work to an artist, crafts person or designer – either visually or through research and investigation. Try and find these out yourself in books or on the net or ask your teacher.

Cultural – experiences in going to visit art and exhibitions linked to these natural forms. Exploring Art in general to enhance cultural experiences.
