History: How Protest Can Give You a Voice: To develop the topic of child labour and working conditions with a focus on the growth of protest groups like the Luddites and Swing riots. This evolves to a study of the fight for democracy – how did people get the vote? This will focus on the Chartists and the Peterloo Massacre.


MFL: How Did they have a Voice? French Revolution /Cuban Revolution/Protestant Reformation in Germany.


Students will learn about a historic event which made a difference. French Revolution /Cuban Revolution/Protestant


Reformation in Germany.


P & R: Having a voice as a Jew in Israel: How can we have a voice - what does it mean to be a Jew today. A study of the Jewish Faith in the contact of Israel and its importance to Jews amongst the Arab-Israeli conflict (intractable conflict) Having a voice for better or worse.

When planning, work to embed literacy and numeracy starters into lessons and allow for plenaries which recap on skills learnt and developed and links made with other subjects. HOW HAVE THE STUDENTS MADE PROGRESS TODAY?





How a brush can give you a Voice. Picasso and Protest: Developing on from term 5 and the Cubist artists that we have studied we would focus on Pablo Picasso’s Guernica painting and why it was made (in response to the bombing of the town on Guernica in northern Spain by German and Italian aircraft during the Spanish Civil war) Picasso made the painting to show the world what was going on in Spain at the time which made a real difference to the world’s view. We would make work (potentially in a Cubist style) that allows students the opportunity to show the world something they feel strongly about.





FOCUS ON PABLO PICASSO’S GUERNICA (Exploring and Developing work) (Investigate and Make)





Study the painting Guernica in close detail – focus on the story behind the work and the 


Symbolism in the work (link back to symbolism from earlier in the year). Begin to produce 


a page illustrating this for folder. Give out ELT for this unit


Continue with the folder page from last week. Involve analysis of the symbols and some 


drawing of the images in the work. 





DEVELOP YOUR OWN PIECE (Investigate and Make) (Evaluating and Developing work)





Use your ELT research to provide inspiration for your own piece of work. Sketch a design 


for an image that is in the style of Guernica (but more simple) but is inspired by your own


research.


Produce your Guernica-style image as a painting, collage or relief (card or ceramic). You 


might focus on a particular symbolic detail to raise up.  


Produce your Guernica-style image as a painting, collage or relief (card or ceramic).


Consider involving text (or literally a photocopy of your research) in your piece somehow – 


collage it into the finished product in some way to complete it. 


Complete your final piece – evaluate. 


Or you might want to complete a quiz of the year – reflecting on what they have learnt 


throughout the year!

ANALYSIS














Heavy focus on one particular piece of work – Pablo Picasso’s Guernica. Exploring the story behind it and symbolic meaning in the painting. Focus on the style of the work too and how it developed from his earlier Cubist work (explored in Term 5)





Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT (for Level 7). The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHERS’ AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 7+ thinking and learning.
